Profile
Jinja District Local government is located in South Eastern Region, at the North Eastern shores of Lake 
Victoria and it is bordered by Mayuge District to the East, Kamuli and Iganga Districts to the North, Lake 
Victoria to the South, Buikwe District to the South West and river Nile to the west.

The District headquarters are located at Busoga Square within Jinja Municipality. The district has 2 counties 
comprising of 6 rural sub counties and 3 town councils, one municipality comprised of 3 divisions.

There are 59 parishes and 399 villages in Jinja rural and Municipality combined. The district has a population 
of 489,000 persons and an estimated land area of 767.8sq.km out of this, 65.8sq.km is under water i.e. 53.3sq 
is under open water and 12.5sq.km is under permeable wetlands. Land is under subsistence farming with an 
average holding of 1.3 hectares per house hold. 

EDUCATION DEPARTMENT
Education as a social service is regarded as the backbone of other services.
Inspection/monitoring of schools is a routine exercise mandated to ensure that all Education institutions at 
all levels provide quality education as stipulated by the Ministry of Education and Sports.

The department interested itself in the following areas as a means of harmonizing Education standards in 
schools.

Classroom observations, enrolment and attendance of teaching staff, school management committee, Time 
table, infrastructure set up, Early Grade Reading, Menstrual hygiene, STIR etc.

Inspection Grant
All the school inspection Grant from the Centre for this financial year was received, used and accounted for.

Errant Teachers
10 disciplinary cases at Departmental level were handled through counseling and guidance, and others
forwarded to the rewards and sanctions committee.
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Promotion of teachers
Promotion of senior Education Officers and Deputies was conducted and as such some gaps were addressed.
Transfer of teachers/Head teachers
Normal transfers of teachers and head teachers was made in order to harmonize staffing in schools.

Transfer of funds to various Education institutions.
UPE, USE and Tertiary Institutions received all the funds from the Centre for this financial years 
programmes.

Salaries 
Salaries have been paid upto date to primary, secondary, Tertiary and District local Government staff.

Development 
Construction of classrooms, teachers’ houses and pit latrines were constructed as below.

•	 90% of the primary and secondary schools have access to clean water relatedly as borehole,
tap water, spring and wells.
•	 Four primary schools-St.Andrews Nakabango,Butiki,Namulesa Muslim,Musiima  and one Secondary 
School-Wanyange girls, have acquired modern VIP group washing facilities and an incinerator.
These facilities were constructed in partnership with USHA and BUSOGA TRUST.
•	 St.Gonzanga Gonza Kagoma received an incinerator from Pride Micro-Finance Uganda Buwenge 
branch to manage menstrual hygiene.
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•	 Lunch for Learning has also partnered with our schools and constructed/repaired water tanks at 
Kiko and Wairaka primary schools.
•	 Likewise,Rotary Club of Jinja constructed water tanks at Nyenga  and Kakuba primary schools.
•	 Good Neighbors have established girl child friendly corners in MM.Wanyange,Mafubira,Buyala and 
Kira primary schools.
•	 The following schools have had a five stance pit latrine constructed at their schools;St.Johns Kizin-
ga,Kibibi,Budondo,Ndiwansi,Lwanda,Kyomya,St.Matia Mulumba and Bufula.
•	 Mwiri primary school has implemented the use of Sato pans in the toilets and this has improved on 
the sanitation.
•	 Emptying of latrines was engaged with the following primary schools;Lumuli,Buyengo,St.Paul 
Buyala,Butiki,Kigalagala,Busegula,Iziru.
•	 Future plans
•	 In the next financial year the following has been earmarked.
•	 There will be construction of a Four brick lined stance VIP latrine in the following primary 
school-Butangala,Bituli,Nyenga,Kagogwa,Nkondo,Nalinaibi,Wansimba,Mafubira,Kivubuka,Busona.
•	 USHA/WASH UGANDA as development partners, have already earmarked the extension of their 
services to Buyengo and Busede subcounties.The list of schools identified include,Busegula,Iziru,Buy-
engo,Namaganga,Nanfugaki,Kakuba.
•	 In appreciation, the identified development partners are highly recognized for the physical support 
towards ensuring proper sanitation in schools.

COMMUNITY BASED SERVICES
The Community Based Services Sector is mandated to mobilize and empower communities to harness their 
potential, while protecting the rights of vulnerable population groups. The sector promotes cultural growth, 
non-formal skills development, labor productivity and gender responsive development, while focusing on 
reducing vulnerability associated to being or becoming poor.

Objectives include;

•	 Promote decent employment opportunities and labour productivity; 
•	 To enhance effective participation of communities in the development process;
•	 Improve the resilience and productive capacity of the vulnerable persons for inclusive growth;
•	 Empower youths to harness their potential and increase self-employment, productivity 
and competitiveness;
•	 Promote rights, gender equality and women’s empowerment in the development process;
•	 And to improve the performance of the Social Development Sector institutions (SDS) 

Key activities focused on provision of direct services to specific vulnerable and marginalized population 
groups. Specifically, Adult  Learning (Functional Adult Literacy), Probation and social welfare support and 
community  rehabilitation, Children and Youth Services, Community Development, Support to Women, 
holding youth, disability, women and elderly councils, Labour dispute settlement and work-based 
inspections and guiding and facilitating the mainstreaming of issues such as rights, employment and 
gender through influencing and supporting policy and programme development.

•	 Rolled out the Special Assistance Grant for the Elderly (SAGE) - 4,107 older persons of age 80+ years 
having been identified by NIIRA data as of 2018 were verified. Expected beneficiaries starting FY: 2020/2021 
are 2,850. And 51 pay points were identified in the 12 sub counties of the district.

One of the 4,107 Senior citizens from Mafubira 101 years of age, Mpumudde division 82 years of age 
and Kakira Town Council 86 years of age respectively get very excited after being supported as elderly 
persons and roll out as SAGE beneficiaries from FY 2019/2020.
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Senior Citizen Kafuko James, aged 105, from Bukoloboza village in Butamira parish in Buyengo Sub 
County is one of the 251 SAGE beneficiaries mapped in Buyengo Sub County due to receive support 
from SAGE grant.

o	 A total of Ushs. 8,500,000 disbursed to 3 Community groups from the Special Grant for the Elderly as 	
	 support to community projects. Groups included: 

-	 Busoga Deaf Development Forum supported with 3,000,000 for piggery farming

Labor, Employment and Indus-
trial Relations  

•	 With support and guid-
ance from the district, 685 pro-
spective job seekers from the 
district were enlisted for labor 
externalization by International 
Employment Linkages, 400 were 
recruited and are currently work-
ing in Saudi Arabia mainly as 
domestic workers. Advising and 
monitoring of recruits outside the 
country is not within the district’s 
mandate.
•	 A rapid assessment of the 
effect of COVID 19 on labor, em-
ployment and industrial relation 
has revealed the following:
-	 Management at some 
workplaces have either tempo-
rary laid off or sent employees on 
unpaid leave due to inadequate 
supply of raw materials, loss of 
markets for the products and the 
requirement to implement social 
distancing within workplaces.
-	 Unfair termination and 

dismissal without following the 
laid down procedures and with-
out adequate compensation.
•	 In response, the district in 
conjunction with the Ministry of 
Gender, Labour and Social De-
velopment has disseminated the 
Occupational Safety and Health 
Standard Operating Procedures 
for Operational Work places 
during the COVID 19 Quaran-
tine Period to 58 work places. It 
is hoped that unlawful actions by 
management at some workplaces 
shall reduce.

Gender, Culture and Communi-
ty Development 

•	 96 Functional Adult 
literacy classes were monitored 
and supervised. 1,180 learners 
have been taught and are yet to be 
examined. Other assorted items 
have been procured and distrib-
uted to the instructors such as 
learner’s registers, black boards, 
white board markers, 96 boxes of 

permanent markers, 400manila 
papers and 10reams

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•	 1000 girls were sensitized on Menstrual Health Hygiene and use of reusable pads in Budondo and 
Butagaya sub counties. This was through a partnership with Irise International and Women’s Rights Initiative. 
It is expected that girls will continue staying in school.

Irise Uganda supported young girls with reusable pads in Budondo and Butagaya Sub County while 
Teenage Mothers and child Support Foundation supported teenagersin Butagaya 

•	 124 girls out of school and under the age of 24 but above 11 years from Buwenge, Kakira and Bugem-
be TC were supported with startup capital to enable them engage in vocational fields of business. 
The intervention was carried out in partnership with UDHA, MOGLSD and TASO Uganda under the Global 
Fund HIV/AIDS/ TB project.  

•	 9 GBV survivors have been served and protected with temporary shelter during the COVID 19 lock-
down period of 3 months at the Nyonga Women’s Shelter (WORI) where counseling, guidance and mediation 
sessions were being routinely conducted with the survivors. The perpetuators were brought on board through 
home visits to create a harmonious environment for victims to resettle back into their homes. The shelter is 
NGO owned and its activities are supervised by the district on a routine basis to ensure safety of the GBV 
survivors. 

Rt. Honorable speakor Hon. Rebecca kadaga visited the shelter to monitor its progress in January 2020. 
Shelter activities kicked off in February 2020
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An expectant 16 year 
old girl is resettled 
back to her Home in 
Mayuge after spend-
ing three weeks in 
the shelter undergo-
ing rehabilitation.

Government Programmes
•	 Under the Uganda Women Entrepreneur-
ship Programme, Ushs. 216,851,000 was disbursed 
to 43 women groups during the year giving a cu-
mulative total of Ushs. 488,276,000 for 101 women 
groups since FY: 2017/2018. Ushs 53,000,000 recov-
ered during the year (56% recovery rate).

•	 34 youth projects under Youth Livelihood 
programme were approved by district for funding 
during the year, Ushs. 340,000,000 is the expected 
funding from the Ministry of Gender Labour and 
Social Development.  

•	 Ush.22, 385,925 was recovered during 
the year giving a cumulative recovery of Ush.209, 
684,029 (42% recovery rate). Recovery rate has 
remained low largely due to the poor attributed to 
repayment. A recent rapid assessment on the effect 
of COVID 19 on the YLP projects has revealed that 
repayment will continue to be low. A detailed assess-
ment shall guide the district/ministry in identifying 
projects for possible re-financing.

Water department
Jinja Local Government in conjunction with the 
Water Department appreciates the technical support 
by the Ministry of Water and Environment (MWE) 
through the Technical Support Unit (TSU-10/Jin-
ja) for the implementation of Water and Sanitation 
activities in the District.
District Water and Sanitation Coverage

The present District water coverage as at 30th June 
2020 is 69% assuming 100% functionality and 62.% 
at the current 90% functionality. Sanitation coverage 
as at 30th June 2020 is approximately 85.4% com-
pared to 85.2% coverage in 2019.
Revenue performance

Jinja District revenue is derived from the following 
sources: Local revenue; Unconditional grants; Con-
ditional grants; and Donor funds. In particular the 
Water department in the District derives its revenue 
from the District Water Development Conditional 
Grant (DWDCG) funded by the poverty alleviation 
fund (PAF) and community contribution towards 
capital cost of the water sources provided.

ENVIRONMENT /WETLAND SECTION
Below is information on some of the activities carried out by the Environment Department.

Introduction;
In ensuring that Sound Environmental Management is enhanced in the district, the environment department 
engages in a number of activities some of them including;
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a)	 Guiding sustainable development in the district through ensuring that new projects carry out Envi-
ronmental activities as well as Environmental Audits for existing projects.
b)	 Increasing on the Tree Biomas cover through promotion of tree planting activities in institutions, 
communities and along the roads/streets.
c)	 Awareness creation on all issues concerning Environment in the district through availing information 
on environmental matters.
d)	 Ensuring that fragile Ecosystems like Riverbanks, Lakeshores, Wetlands, hilly areas are utilised in 
accordance with the National Environment Act, 1995.
e)	 Annual Celebrations of World Environment Day by the district, in the process disseminating environ-
mental information to the public.
f)	 Ensuring that structures in terms of environmental committees are in place upto the grass root levels.

Some of the Activities carried out;

1.	 Wetland Encroachment.
According to an Inventory carried out on wetlands in Jinja by the Ministry of Water and Environment in 
1999, 12 Permanent Wetlands and 70 Seasonal Wetlands were identified. These contribute largely to the 
hydrological systems of the area. Most of them feed into River Nile. Encroachment remains a big challenge 
on these fragile ecosystems.

According to the National Environment Act, 2019 and the National EIA Regulations , 1998, all proposed de-
velopment projects are supposed to be screened for possible environmental and Social Impacts. The Depart-
ment has always been keen on screening all the proposed district development projects. Over 50 Proposed 
Development projects were screened in the F/Y 2019/2020.

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Jinja is endowed with one of the best quality of Murram, a material commonly used for Road Construction. 
The increasing demand for this material has increased on a number of burrow sites in the district. Murram 
Mining comes with negative impacts on the environment and the communities that live near these burrow 
sites. The department has been keen on advising the contractors to always restore these sites on completion 
of works.

4.	 Impact of the rising Water in Lake Victoria.
Jinja is one of the districts highly affected by the rising water levels. Movement of Masses of cultivated land, 
Small islands have been registered in the lake. This has adversely affected power generation at Nalubaale pow-
er plant requiring concerted effort from different Ministries.

All the Landing sites and the fringe settlements are flooded with water, Displacements of people, homeless-
ness and possible water borne diseases have either occurred or feared to occur. Ripon village in central divi-
sion, Jinja Municipal Council, Wanyange Landing site, Wairaka Landing Site and many areas along the Nile 
river bank are affected.

HEALTH DEPARTMENT
Ministry of Health, declared TB a public health emergency in 2020. The Country has the TB case notification 
has stagnated at 60% for many years indicating that a significant proportion of TB cases are missed annual-
ly.  Nationally 40% (29400) expected incident TB cases are missed (NTLP, 2016/17). Jinja Region where Jinja 
district lies is among the leading 4 regions that miss the highest number of TB patients. MoH, NTLP recom-
mendations in 2017 at the launch and dissemination of the TB prevalence survey findings included: - In-
crease awareness creation and Strengthening Active TB Case Finding, Contact tracing and screening, system-
atic Tb screening at all SDPs in facilities. AHF was thus

Specific objectives of the activity
•	 To raise awareness on TB and increase demand for TB diagnosis.
•	 To screen  NBS concert Revellers and Slum dwellers of Bugembe for TB
•	 To Link all confirmed Positives to TB treatment at their nearest DTUs.

Planning Meetings
The district Health Team, Secretary for Health, The facility Teams and Amber Heart Foundation held 2 plan-
ning meetings at Jinja district Council Hall and CAO’s Committee room . The planning meeting discussed 
among others the Jinja district TB situation, X-pert sites to do X-pert testing, Linkage of confirmed TB pa-
tients, The Numbers of staffs needed for the activity, Sample transportation, Target setting of Revellers to be 
screened at the camp, Maping key players in TB services and sharing Roles and responsibilities. 
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Best practices and Challenges faced at TondekaEkiwatule Show were shared by KCCA to aid the Jinja district 
team to plan better.

Implementation Team
The district health workers including district level (DHT) supervisors, Led by the DHO, Dr Dyogo Nantamu 
carried out the TB screening. The Team of 100 Health workers that composed of Nurses, Medical Officers, 
Lab staffs, Linkage Facilitators conducted the TB screening.

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PRODUCTION AND MARKETING DEPARTMENT
The sector which is composed of 4 sub-sectors namely; Crop, Livestock, Entomology and Fisheries is respon-
sible for “causing a transformation from subsistence to commercial farming. Up to 80% of the farmers in 
Jinja District are subsistence farmers and do not participate in the market economy. 

Sector objectives include;
•	 To increase rural incomes and livelihoods for households engaged in agriculture
•	 To improve household food security 

In Jinja district a partnership between stakeholders in three major categories; Public, Private and Producers is 
in place to ensure that the desired changes are achieved. The service providers under this partnership include 
among others;

•	 41 Public agricultural extension workers deployed in the 9 Lower Local Governments
•	 MAAIF agencies namely; Operation Wealth Creation (OWC) under the National Agricultural Advi-
sory Services (NAADS), Uganda Coffee Development Authority (UCDA), Coordinating Centre for Control 
of Trypanasomiasis in Uganda (COCTU), National Animal Genetic Resources Center & Data Bank (NAGRC 
&DB), 
•	 Non - State Actors (20 NGOs, 51 Private service providers, 54 Agro-input dealers & suppliers & 
agro-processors)
•	 15 Farmers’ Cooperatives and 386 Farmers’ Groups and approximately 62,000 farming households

Production Sector achievements in line with its’ roles and responsibilities
In line with the Local Government Act, 1997, the National Agricultural Policy and the National Agricultural 
Extension Policy; while implementing its’ functions the sector achieved the following;

Access to agricultural information by the farming households
•	 54,011 out of 62,000 farming households were supported with agricultural extension & advisory 
messages aimed at increasing production and productivity majorly in coffee, soy bean, maize, cocoa, bananas, 
dairy, poultry, fish and bee farming.

Promotion of Climate Change resilient agricultural practices
•	 Farm integration model (Dairy – Bio gas- Pastures, Banana & Coffee integration) which aims at maxi-
mizing utilization of available farm resources to achieve high yield established at Nakabango District farm. 
•	 Soil and Land Management demonstrations carried out at the 80 model farmers’ premises.
Water harvesting and small-scale irrigation of the established vegetable kitchen gardens at the district stall at 
the National show ground, Kakira and Bugembe T/c

Food security
•	 The district has been generally food secure even during the period of COVID -19 shut down. 
•	 Farmers were supported with 1,000 bags of cassava stems, 13,000 kg of maize and 11,000 banana 
plantlets from the NAADS/OWC program.

Breeding & production of planting and stocking materials
•	 A seedlings nursery shed (60 by 75 feet) has been established at Nakabango District farm where vari-
ous seedlings such as clonal coffee, fruits, vegetables and fodder trees will be produced.
•	 Hatching of chicks at Nakabango farm were halted in September 2019 but are planned to resume by 
September 2020.
•	 Artificial Insemination collection center at the DVO’s office has been operational throughout the year. 
Up to 1,440 straws of semen have been served to 23 service providers. 
•	 50 dairy cows were inseminated in Butagaya and Budondo Sub-county with high grade semen in the 
Community breeding program under support of the Busoga Livestock Revitalization program by the Nation-
al Animal Genetics and Resources Center & Data Bank (NAGRC&DB). The first calves out of this program 
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are expected in February 2021.

Agricultural mechanization
•	 2 Farmers groups; Buwenge/Butagaya farmers’ Association and Busede Rural Cooperative Society 
Limited received a tractor each from NAADS Secretariat in Decemeber 2019. 
•	 These carry out ploughing services to the group members at subsidized rates of 80,000= per acre.
•	 544 acres (115 in Buwenge, 285 in Butagaya and 144 in Busede) have been ploughed since inception 
in December 2019.

Presidential Initiatives on skilling of the Youths in Busoga project
•	 Construction of the youth’s skilling center at Nakabango District farm is in advanced stages. 
•	 Jinja District is exploring the possibility of a joint partnership with State House to demonstrate agri-
cultural skills to the youths at this center. The existing agricultural enterprises set up by the Production sector 
can be customized and hence used for this purpose.
